Nothing really highlights the
difference between the years |
lived in Salford and those I've
spent in Prestwich quite like my
experiences of Bonfire Night.

In Prestwich I've mostly
celebrated November 5thin
rather benign and cosy
surroundings. Whether I'm
watching a scout leader
struggling to light a rain-sodden
rocket in a vicars garden or
wolfing down hotpot at an
allotment display while a man heaves his old
shed onto the bonfire, I've always felt safe. Or
as safe as anyone can feel when in the
presence of unqualified men setting off
bundles of gunpowder or feeding an inferno
with a Jerrycan.

But while my days in Salford were pleasant
and harmless during the rest of the year, it
always felt like Bonfire Night night was set
aside for genuine peril. | took to getting
provisions in and not going out until it was all
over. This was because | lived on the 14th floor
of a block of flats and saw a lot of scary things.

Children setting fire to old mattresses on the
communal scrubland, where they laid blazing
like fresh portals to Hell. Torched abandoned
buildings belching throat-catching smoke into
the drizzle-grey sky. Hapless locals on the
nearby estate lighting a box of display
fireworks then running in terrified shock as the
air around them flooded with darting jets of
tracksuit-sizzling flame.

But the year | particularly think of is the one
when all-out block war tock place. As | took up
my traditional balcony position and settled in
to marvel at the artificial thunderclaps and the
flashes of light across the city, | witnessed a
rocket being launched from one block into
another.

It may have been an error but it was treated as
a declaration of war and instantly
reciprocated. Volleys of missiles quickly began
flying back and forth, screaming into windows
and ricocheting off the municipal brickwork,
backed up by angry swear words and roars of
triumph. When one man negotiated the
service hatch above the lift to climb onto the
top of one of the blocks and launch flares from
his outstretched hand, | retreated inside and
began thinking of new places to live.

But part of me misses that chaos. That sense of
noise and threat, where anything can go
wrong and did. If only to remind myself what a
good idea it was to move to this town.

BOOK REVIEW

ey Me Before You by Jojo
jojoMoyEs ~ Moyes
Me Before You If you prefer to read a book

before seeing the film
adaptation then this is your
chance to discover one of
next summer’s highly
anticipated films.

26 year old Lou Clark still
lives with her parents in the quiet market
town she grew up in. Almost deserted in the
winter the town's one draw is an old castle
and when we meet Lou she works in the
local tea shop serving the coach loads of
tourists who come to visit. With a quirky
dress sense Lou never really feels as if she
fits in and as a teenager longed to travel the
world. However circumstances meant that
she could never bring herself to leave, After
losing her job she reluctantly takes a job
caring for Will, a young quadriplegic man
injured in a motorcycle accident several
years earlier. She is told the job is just for 6
months and despite a rough start she
decides to stick it cut and soon an unlikely
bond develops between Lou and Will,

A rormantic novel this also deals with the
sensitive issue of disability and the
descriptions of Will's day to day life are well
written with brutal honesty and little
sensationalism. Things take a darker turn
when Lou learns the reason why her
contract is only to be for 6 months and she
sets out to bring Will new experiences and
remind him of the simple joys of life: not
easy for a wheelchair bound man whose
ideal way to pass the time before his
accident was skydiving or climbing Mount
Kilimanjaro.

As a reader you are drawn into the lives of
these characters and the development of
their relationship is believable. In the hands
of the wrong writer this plot line could tum
out to be very twee and cliché but Moyes
does not fall into this trap. The resulting
novel is engaging, difficult to put down and
will lead you to appreciate the small
wonders of life.

The Fault in Our Stars by John Green

Continuing with the theme of personal
relationships in the face of illness comes
The Fauit in Our Stars the hugely successful
teen novel exploring the impact of teenage
cancer on the lives of two individuals. 16
year old Hazel has cancer and is,
reluctantly, convinced by her parents to
attend a support group for others in her
situation. Amongst the other patients there
is Augustus, a 17 year old boy who lost a
leg to cancer. The two begin talking and
agree to read each other's favourite books.
Hazel's book is a novel by a Dutch writer
about a young girl with cancer. Hazel sees
many parallels to her own life here.
Augustus is angry after reading the book
and discovering that it doesn't have a nicely
wrapped up ending. There is no conclusion,
no neat package, no ending: happy or
otherwise.

Of course life has an ending, but it often
isn't happy or neatly wrapped up. Hazel
becomes aware of her fears about getting
close to others. She is afraid that when she
dies it will hurt them, and this naturally
affects her relationship with Augustus.

This moving novel deals with issues that
most of its teen readers won't have yet
faced in their lives. As a teenager you often
feel immortal. You feel as if life is stretching
out ahead of you and death is the furthest
from your mind. Hazel and Augustus, along
with the other young people at the support
group view life differently. There is no
expectation that everyone will make it to the
next meeting. No one is
immortal.

With a huge teenage
following and a successful
movie adaptation this
novel stays with you long
after the closing
paragraph.

Preparation time; 20
minutes

Cocking time: 30 minutes
Ingredients

225¢g / 8oz Plain flour

2 level tsps Ground ginger
1 level tsp Bicarbonate of
Soda

1% level tsp salt

225¢ /8oz Medium ocatmeal
115g / 40z Black treacle
115g / 40z Golden syrup
115g / 4oz Soft light-brown
sugar

115g /4 oz Unsalted butter
150ml / S5floz Milk

1 Egg - beaten

Method

Preheat the oven to 180C /
Gas mk 4. Grease and line
a3l0x25x5cm(12x10x
2 inch) roasting tin with
grease-proof paper.

Place the treacle, golden
syrup, sugar and butter into
a heavy-bottomed
saucepan and heat gently
until the butter has melted.
Remaove from the heat.
Allow to cool a little then
beat in the milk and the egg.

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Our smile is one of the
first things that people
notice about us, so a
mouth full of stained,
chipped or crooked
teeth can really affect
our confidence.

Bleaching

Teeth can be stained by smoking, some
medications and certain foed and drink.
Most stains can be removed by regular
scale and polish appointments, but
others are harder to shift. Also, teeth
naturally differ in colour, so some people
will have naturally whiter teeth than
others.

Bleaching is usually done over the
course of a few weeks, although laser
bleaching can give you noticeable
results, in less time. The bleaching
product is painted onto your teeth, and
activated by the laser. Teeth can
sometimes feel a little more sensitive
during treatment and gums can be a bit
sore, but results can be pretty dramatic,
with teeth up to six shades whiter. The
effect can last for up to three years.

Straightening

Another common cosmetic procedure is
straightening or moving teeth slightly.
This is usually done with orthodontic
braces. If you have an image of a spotty
teen with metal train tracks, you might
be surprised to find out that more and
more adults are getting them, and many
of today's braces are a world away from
the unsightly ones of a few years ago.

Could cosmetic

dentistry help?

J ‘Invisible braces’, for
example, are clear
plastic moulds that fit
over your teeth.
They're not very
noticeable and can

. be taken out for
eating and brushing.
They do need
changing every few
weeks, to fit your
changing bite, so can
work out more expensive than traditional
fixed braces.

Teeth-straightening is a gradual process
and usually takes one to two years. The
effect is pretty permanent, although
teeth may move slightly as the years go
by.

Replacing missing teeth

There are different ways to replace
missing teeth. The best choice usually
depends on how many teeth are
missing, where the gap is, and what
condition your other teeth are in. You
could opt for a partial denture, which
can be removed. Alternatively, a bridge
can be fixed onto remaining teeth, or
onto implants (artificial roots).

Is it for you?

Only you can decide whether you want
to have work done and if so, how far to
go. We've all seen the 'Hollywood
smiles’ — those too white, too straight,
too perfect sets of teeth that just look a
bit false. Sometimes it's the minor
imperfections that make us who we are.

BONFIRES

November seems a good month to talk about bonfires.
I'm not actually a huge fan of the garden bonfire; | think
that generally there are better ways of disposing of
garden waste. Most green waste, such as leaves or grass
can be recycled. Woody waste can be shredded al

either composted or used as mulch, though it may be
more cost-effective to hire a shredder rather than buy
one outright if your garden is small.

But ifwood is diseased a bonfire may be the bestway to
deal with it. 5o what are the rules regarding garden
bonfires?

Rather surprisingly there are no specific laws against
having a bonfire, or when you can have one. There may
be local by-laws though: laws made by a local authority
and applicable only ina defined geographical area.
Phone your council or check theirwebsite for further
information. If you rent a property you'll need to check
underyourtenancy agreement too, in order to find out
whether bonfires are permitted.

Laws about bonfires are generally concerned with their
potential nuisance value. So you can't burn plastics, or
painted household waste which may produce toxic
fumes or thick smoke harmful to asthma sufferers. Also,
the Highways Act states that it is an offence tolight a
bonfire near a road if the drifting smoke may cause a
traffic hazard.

Mostly though bonfires are all about common sense.
The smoke and smell from a fire might annoy your
neighbours, especially if it prevents them from opening
their windows or hanging out their washing. It's polite
to warn your neighbours beforehand; they may have an
outdoor party planned orwant to spend the afternoon

ottering in their garden. Light your bonfire at a time
east likely to cause a nuisance - remember on a warm
sunny day people are more likely to be out in their
garden, enjoying it. Only burn dry material because
damp material creates a lot of smoke.

The other issue with bonfires is, of course, safety.
Bonfire Safety Check-list
Build the bonfire away from sheds, fences and trees

Don't build it too large and make sure it's stable, so it
won't collapse outwards or to one side.

Check the bonfire for hibernating wildlife.

Don't use petrol or paraffin to start the fire as these
angtelemtﬁl! the flames and may cause the fire to burn out
control.

Keep a bucket of water or a hose handy—just in case
Don't leave the fire unattended.

Keep small children and pets out of the way.

Once the fire has died down, pour water over the
embers to stop them re-igniting.

22 rims at just over £3,000 which will diminish the ride
quality slightly.

As far as optional extras go, there is nothing too radical
and ground breaking to report here. You can spec the
usual gadgets we've come to expect on luxury SUVs now
such as 360-degree parking camera (essential because
of the poor rear visibility!) and head-up display, heated
seats and comfort seats.
